What is a Grid Voltage Overvoltage Fault?

 Grid voltage overvoltage refers to a phenomenon in power systems or circuits
where the voltage exceeds the normal operating range. Generally, under
power frequency, if the RMS (Root Mean Square) value of the AC voltage rises
to more than 10% above the rated. Regulations require solar systems to shut
off if the average grid voltage over any 10 minute period exceed 255V or right
away at 260V. When the current is high, energy loss during power
transmission is high.
